1. Forestry Handbook (fifth edition). Available from the front counter in the main office for $45. A source of information on many forestry-related issues (tenures, legislation, management, soils, tree species, etc.)
2. BC Ministry of Forests. 1994. Forest, range and recreation resource analysis. BC Ministry of Forests. Somewhat outdated publication; however, gives overall brief description of ecosystems, policy issues and history of forest management in BC.
3. Bullock, R.C.L., Hanna, K.S. 2012. Community Forestry. Local Values, Conflict and Forest Governance. Cambridge: Cambridge University Press. This book provides a critical look at community forestry in North America and Northern Europe.
4. Cashore, B., Hoberg, G., Howlett, M., Raynor, J., and J. Wilson. 2001. In search of sustainability: British Columbia forest policy in the 1990s. Vancouver, BC: UBC Press. Detailed information on policy issues and regulatory framework, gives background and history of policy development. 
5. Klinka, K., Krajina, V.J., Ceska, A., and A.M. Scagel. 1989. Indicator plants of coastal British Columbia. Vancouver: UBC Press. A brief description of biogeoclimatic ecosystem classification (BEC) and indicator plants for different ecosystems. 

6. Kimmins, J.P. 2003. Balancing Act: environmental issues in forestry. Vancouver: UBC Press. Overview of forest management, forest policy and regulatory framework in BC forestry. 

7. Kimmins, J.P. 1999. Biodiversity, Beauty and the “Beast”: are beautiful forests sustainable, are sustainable forests beautiful, and is “small” always desirable? Forestry Chronicle 75 (6) 955 – 960. A view on sustainable forest management.

8. Lyons, C.P., and B. Merilees. 1995. Trees, shrubs and flowers to know in British Columbia and Washington. Lone Pine Publishing. A compound overview for the whole Province (less detail on species).
9. MacKinnon, A., Pojar, J. and R. Coupe (eds.). 1992. Plants of northern British Columbia Edmonton: Lone Pine Publishing. Detailed description of species found in the northern region of BC.
10. Meidinger, D. and J. Pojar. 1991. Ecosystems of British Columbia. BC Ministry of Forests. Official ecosystem classification for the Province. A lot of detail and additional information provided.

11. Panwar, R., Kozak, R., and Hansen, E (eds.). 2015. Forests, Business and Sustainability. New York: Routledge. The book contains a comprehensive examination of the interactions between the forest products sector and the sustainability of forests. 
12. Parish, R., Coupe, R., and D. Lloyd (eds.). 1996. Plants of Southern Interior British Columbia. Edmonton: Lone Pine Publishing. Detailed description of species found in Southern Interior. 

13. Pojar, J., and A. MacKinnon (eds.). 1994. Plants of coastal British Columbia, including Washington, Oregon & Alaska. Edmonton: Lone Pine Publishing. Detailed description of coastal vegetation. 
14. Aldo, L.1989. The Land ethic. In: A Sand County almanac, and sketches here and there. New York: Oxford University Press. A collection of essays that advocates the idea of a “land ethic”, or a responsible relationship existing between people and the land they inhabit.
15. Vaillant, J.. 2007. The Golden Spruce: a true story of myth, madness and greed. A tale of obsession so fierce that a man kills the thing he loves most: the only giant golden spruce on earth. John Vaillant takes us into the heart of North America's last great forest, where trees grow to eighteen feet in diameter, sunlight never touches the ground, and the chainsaws are always at work.
