Avenza maps for September 27/28 Interior field trip

Please download Avenza maps from the Apple App Store (for iOS) or from Google Play (for Android). There is also a PC version available for your laptop. The free version of Avenza will allow you to have no more than 3 maps available in the app at any one time. If you want to download other maps, you will need to delete one of these 3 maps first. The BEC zone maps for the 3 forest districts that we will be crossing are available here:

Please download these maps onto your device through Avenza before we leave on the Lillooet trip. 
Detailed download instructions:
On your device (smartphone, laptop, tablet etc.)
1. Open this document (whether through FRST547 website or from the attachment in the e-mail) and click on the links above. Download of the map will initiate.
2. Once the download is completed, hit share button (or an equivalent “open with” function on your device) and select “Avenza app” 

3. The map will be imported into Avenza (this can take a few minutes).
Please note that you will have to complete this procedure for all 3 links to the maps (Fraser Valley Forest District, Squamish Forest District, and Lillooet Forest District).

To use the application during our field trip:

Make sure the maps have been completely downloaded in your app

Make sure GPS is enabled on your device

The app will show you where we are as we travel along on our route. You will be able to determine which BEC zone we are travelling in as well as the topographic sequence in the valleys and mountains that we see along the route. We will point out the transitions to you along the way where you will need to switch from one map to another along the route.
